Constructing the EU-LAC Common Area of Higher Education
is one of the goals set by the Heads of State and Govern-
ment to strengthen the bi-regional association, as expressed
in chapter 9 of the EU-CELAC Action Plan adopted in 2015,
and in the 2016 and 2018 declarations by senior officials from
the Ministries of Foreign Affairs. These documents establish
the need to make progress in this task through dialogue and
cooperation between the bi-regional academic actors.

Since its creation, the Foundation has therefore each year in-
corporated into its work programme support for inclusive di-
alogue between various academic actors from both regions.
From 2017 it has helped construct a matrix, in which objec-
tives, strategies and necessary actions were defined in order
to make progress with constructing the “EU-LAC Common
Area of Higher Education”, and some initiatives already un-
derway were included as they were considered relevant to this
bi-regional academic cooperation.

The matrix presented today was a collective piece of work by
regional and bi-regional academic actors, who, starting from
a document produced by the Foundation, have for two years
been identifying priorities and tasks to undertake, and sharing
information about their own agendas.

The actors who participated throughout this process were
(in alphabetical order in the Spanish version): Association of
Universities of the Montevideo Group (AUGM); Central Amer-
ican Higher Education Council (CSUCA); EU-LAC University
Council; Latin American and Caribbean Higher Education Area
(ENLACES); European University Association (EUA); Perma-
nent Academic Forum of Latin America and the Caribbean and
the European Union (FAP-ALCUE); Observatory of Relations
between the EU and LAC (OBREAL) and H2020 EULAC Fo-
cus Programme; Organization of Ibero-American States (OEl);
Ibero-American General Secretariat (SEGIB); and Universities
Caribbean (UC, formerly UNICA)®.

efit, thus allowing mutual knowledge to be increased and po-
tentially synergy between current initiatives and those of the
future.
